31007,31025 and 31101; and

WHEREAS, some District customers from time to time become delinquent in their payment of water
service charges; and

WHEREAS, the General Manager has prepared the attached Written Report for Delinquent Water Service
Charges for Fiscal Year 2022/2023 (the “Report™); and ‘

WHEREAS, the District has decided that said delinquent and unpaid charges are to be included in the
annual taxes next levied upon the property and shall constitute a lien on the property, pursuant to Water
Code Sections 31701(e) and 31701.5; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Water Code Section 31701.6, the District is required to notify the holder
of title to the property whenever delinquent and unpaid charges for water and other services or either
which could become a lien on such property pursuant to Water Code Section 31701.5 remain delinquent
and unpaid for 60 days, as specified in the Report; and

WHEREAS, the District Board of Directors has conducted a duly noticed public meeting concerning the
Report and considered any comments or protests received at the public meeting.
